
REGISTRATIONS
The Pierce Summer Camp accepts children aged 6 to 13 years (i.e., children who will be attending 
Grade 1 to Grade 8 in September).
Registration is conducted exclusively through the website www.dcac.gr (path: Online Registration → 
New Registration → Summer Camp).
A child’s participation in the program is only confirmed upon completion of payment, as spots are 
limited.
During registration, you may indicate your preference for transportation services on a weekly basis 
if desired.
If you wish to extend participation for additional weeks, this can only be arranged through the website, 
subject to availability.
Registrations close on Friday (12:00 PM noon) of the week prior to the selected participation period.
Each child will take part in the activities selected through the Participation Form. If an activity is fully 
booked, another must be chosen.
The use of mobile phones, scooters, roller skates, and electronic games is not permitted.
Purchases from the canteen are only allowed with written parental/guardian consent. Purchases from 
vending machines are not permitted.
The Summer Camp reserves the right to remove participants who fail to follow staff instructions or 
exhibit inappropriate behavior, without a refund.

CANCELLATION POLICY
Cancellations are accepted until the Tuesday prior to the start of the corresponding participation 
week, with a 75% refund. After this deadline, no refund is provided.
Non-participation due to serious medical conditions or illness will be reviewed upon submission of a 
medical certificate. If approved, 75% of the participation fee will be refunded.
All refunds are processed during the last week of the Summer Camp.

ACTIVITY CHANGES
Activity changes are only permitted for the following or future weeks, and subject to availability.
Changes must be made exclusively through your profile on www.dcac.gr by Friday (12:00 PM noon) 
of the previous week.

MEDICAL CERTIFICATE
Participation in activities requires the submission of the Summer Camp Medical Certificate, completed 
by the parent/guardian (Section A) and the pediatrician (Section B).
The certificate must be uploaded via your profile on www.dcac.gr as part of the participation application.
Without a Medical Certificate, participation in sports activities is not allowed.
In the event of a serious medical incident, parents will be immediately informed by the Camp’s Medi-
cal Office.

ARRIVAL & DEPARTURE
Children must arrive and depart at the designated times, always accompanied by a parent/guardian.
Each child must carry their participation card at all times. In case of loss, there will be a reissue fee.
Requests for early departure must be submitted via email (camps@acg.edu) by 12:00 PM on the 
same day.
Early pickups take place at 2:00 PM, 3:00 PM, and 4:00 PM, exclusively at the Summer Camp entrance.

TRANSPORTATION SERVICE
Parents/guardians must be on time at the designated bus stop, as buses cannot be delayed.
If a child misses the bus, transportation to and from the Summer Camp is the responsibility of the 
parent/guardian.
Children will only be handed over to their parents/guardians or registered chaperones. If no one is 
present, the child will return to the Summer Camp and must be picked up by the parent/guardian.
Bus stop times are approximate and may be affected by traffic. Please arrive earlier than the sched-
uled time.
Using only morning or only afternoon transportation is charged at 75% of the total service fee.
Routes and stops are planned to minimize travel time for children.
Communication with parents/guardians will be conducted only via email.
Bus routes will be arranged based on a minimum number of applications.
The Summer Camp reserves the right to modify routes if deemed necessary.

EMERGENCY NOTIFICATIONS
In the event of an emergency requiring immediate and widespread notification of parents, and when 
direct communication with the Summer Camp is not possible, updates will be sent via push notifica-
tions through the DCAC App, directly to parents’ mobile devices.
